	Ross MacLeod advised that Commonwealth grant, Gaming and MBRC Mountain Sounds grants have been acquitted. Notified today that Commonwealth Grant for website application for volunteers was successful.

Di Clark reported ongoing issues with hall hirers. Key safe was left open. Yoga leader’s key found.

	General business
	Tim Devereux re an application to register Mt Nebo for the Federal Government's Regional Connectivity Program (RCP) with Samford NBN Advocacy Group:
Current options of 4g Telstra tower, ADSL2 or NBN satellite have issues re ‘line of sight’, water egress, & trees. Solution – fibre that is being rolled out in Highvale and Samford. Commonwealth has Regional Infrastructure funding. Post code 4520 group (incl Mt Glorious, Mt Mee & Cedar Ck) is applying for this funding with NBN Co which provides info re technical requirements. Tim proposes Mt Nebo, with support of MNRA, joins this application. In answer to questions about cost, Tim outlined that the fibre solution could be cheaper and faster than current (failing) options. Question of approaching local, state & federal government reps – may not be necessary.
Di Clark distributed a proposal that MNRA partner with her in a grant application for $1500 for a dance event with bands with whom she performs, for 4 June / Anywhere Festival next year. It would be similar to the Mountain Sounds event except that  MBRC now requires $295 contribution from each band for Anywhere Festival. If unable to be waived, option for dance to be a Rezzo’s event. Di declared a conflict of interest with the MNRA committee decision and excluded herself from the discussion.
THECA Community & Conservation Group want to have a CO2 monitoring station at the hall. Fire Brigade site possibly better than hall due to mobile connectivity issues.
Bill Delaney reminded the committee of the issue of transferring ownership of the land from the trustees to MNRA. This is a complex legal issue and Ross MacLeod advised would require a Special Meeting under the constitution requiring 3 months’ notice and approval from 75% of those present. 
	All those attending the meeting were in favour of applying. 
Tim D to draft proposed case and circulate for comment. Committee agreed that MNRA letterhead and mancom email address could be used if required.

Mancom (minus Di) to meet to discuss the proposal, particularly in relation to the MNRA Constitution re financial benefit to members.

Carmel Black to follow up / await more information from team leader.
